0 Focus on a cultural anchor such as a major art
institution, art and entertainment businesses, an area
with arts and cultural activities or cultural or artisan
production

educational aspects of the arts and culture of the
locale

0 Contribute to the public through interpretive and

0 Provides state and local tax exemptions on sales of
original art

historic structures located within cultural districts

0 Increases cap on state residential historic tax credits
